“Nabal” (1sT MENTIONED: 1 SAMUEL 25:3)

The first husband of Abigail (who later married David), Nabal
died at shocking news. Nabal was a rich herder who owned
4,000 sheep and goats. While hiding out from King Saul, David’s
men helped protect his livestock. The men came to Nabal and
asked for some supplies. Nabal replied with an insult: “Who does
this son of Jesse think he is?” When David found out about it, he
led his men back there, planning to kill Nabal and take the
supplies. But Nabal’s wife, Abigail, heard about it. Smarter than
her husband, she met David enroute — taking him supplies.
Back home Nabal lay drunk from celebrating. When he sobered
up, she told him what almost happened. Nabal suddenly lay
paralyzed on his bed like a stone. About ten days later, the Lord
struck him, and he died. (1Samuel 25:37-38)
