The more knowl-

edgeable we are of God’s Word, the more easily our spiritual senses 

will be able to detect this devil at work. In 1 Peter 5:9, we are told that 

we can resist this adversary. By our own strength, we are no match 

for Satan. But maintaining confidence in Jesus and in the knowledge 

of God’s Word, we will see the Holy Spirit at work in our lives. Satan 

is strong but Jesus is stronger! Remaining faithful under trials enables 

us to share the eternal glory and joy that will come when Jesus takes 

us home!

Who’s Who & Where’s Where 

NABAL 
(First mentioned in 1 Samuel 25:3) 

Nabal was the first husband of Abigail, who later 
married David. Sadly, it seems, his mom and dad 
named him Fool. Worse, he lived up to his name. 
Nabal was a rich herder who owned 4,000 sheep 
and goats. Yet he was so stingy that he refused 
to give any supplies to David ’s men who had 
helped protect his livestock. At the time, David 
and his men were hiding out from King Saul. 
David’s men came to Nabal during sheepshearing 
season and asked for some supplies. Nabal 
refused and insulted them. When David found out 
about it, he led his men back there, planning to 
kill Nabal and take the supplies. But Nabal ’s wife 
Abigail heard about it. Smarter than her husband, 
she met David enroute—taking him supplies. 
Back home her husband lay drunk from too much 
celebrating. When Nabal sobered up and she told 
him what almost happened, Nabal died of what 
sounds like a stroke or perhaps a heart attack. 
“He lay paralyzed on his bed like a stone. About 
ten days later, the LORD struck him, and he 
died.” (1 Samuel 25:37-38)
