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What is one of Satan’s greatest tools that he uses to 

keep us from living out God’s plan for our lives? The 

answer is the big 4-letter word called “FEAR.” People 

fear about many things, such as overcoming illnesses, 

dealing with financial crises, facing death, corrupt 

leaders over them, etc. When not controlled, fear might 

keep us from moving toward what God has in store for 

us. Take note folks, 2 Timothy 1:7 tells us, “God has 

not given us a spirit of fear but of power and love 

and of a sound mind.” God has given us everything 

we need to overcome every fear that Satan tries to put 

in our spirit to keep us from abiding by the Lord’s 

commands. Therefore, we must choose whether we are 

going to live a life of fear through Satan or a life of faith 

in Jesus. Satan knows that his way will paralyze us & 

cause us not to move forward into what God has for us. 

But remember, we are told in 1 John 4:4, “Greater is 

He (Jesus) who is in me than he (Satan) who is in the 

world.” In summary, let us trust God in the name of 

Jesus to do what is best for us in all circumstances.
